Your elected Bargaining Team 
has voted to accept a proposal 
from the City of Oakland. 

The proposal is a one-year 
extension to our existing 
contract, with no takeaways, 
no reductions to healthcare, or 
changes to premiums, and an 
across-the-board 3% raise for 
all members, effective the first 
full pay period of July, 2021.

This extension was made 
possible by SEIU 1021 
members’ hard work electing 
a progressive City Council that 
was able to stand up against 
Mayor Libby Schaaf’s austerity 
politics, by working in coalition 
with our union siblings in IFPTE 
Local 21, IAFF 55, IBEW 1245, 
and CMEA, and by partnering 
with the community to fight for
