We Have Reached a Tentative Agreement

With the City of Oakland
Voting Will Take Place October 29 - 31

This is a two-year contract: July 1, 2019 - June 30, 2021.

New highlights include:

 Guaranteed 6% raise over the next two years
(including retroactive 1% raise from July 1, 2019)

NO cuts to healthcare

NO cuts to internal hiring
Greater access to bilingual pay
Increased safety shoe allowance

Your elected Bargaining Team unanimously recommends

a “YES” vote.
